Periods of Study (cont’d)

Graduate Student Fellowshipsll support a
minimum of one and a maximum of six
academic semesters (24 months). Intensive
summer language programs must be
equivalent to an academic semester to be
considered. Programs may begin no earlier
than fall of the current year's competition
and no later than the summer of the next
year.

Level of Support

The amount of an NSEP scholarship award
is based on financial need, as certified by the
institution’s  financial aid office. For
undergraduates, the maximum scholarship
award for any one academic term in a study
abroad program is about $10,000. For
students  participating in individually
arranged programs, the amount of the award
will be based on host country cost of living,
tuition (if any), travel, books, settling-in, and
appropriated insurance. These costs will be
determined by IIE/NSEP. At a minimum, for
all students, an NSEP award is $2,500 for
summer, $4,000 for one semester, or $6,000
for an academic year.

Graduate Student Fellowships provide
support for overseas or domestic study, or a
combination of both. The maximum award
for overseas study is $12,000 per semester
for up to two semesters ($24,000 total). A
maximum of $12,000 is available for a
program of domestic study only. Support
for domestic study is limited to language or
area studies which enhance a degree
program. The maximum level of support for
