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DOMESTIC/NATIONAL EXCHANGE (UNDERGRADUATES ONLY)

National Student Exchange (NSE) : A Consortium of universities that allows students
enrolled in their schools to go on domestic exchange for a semester or a full academic year
to other member universities in the consortium. The students are still considered enrolled
at their home-institution while on the exchange and have the option of paying their home-
university’s tuition as if they were a resident or the host-university’s tuition. While on
exchange some universities allow students to have access to their international programs.
This enables the student the option of taking advantage of another university’s established
foreign exchange programs (please refer to http://www.nse.org/sinternationalaccess.asp for
more information on international exchange through NSE).

Selected students will be required to undergo
a security and medical clearance process and must be covered under a medical
insurance and medical evacuation plan; (2) Students must apply for internships
through their university’s office of international programs or the equivalent. Application
requirements are: a letter of interest, a resume or C.V., a 1-page essay (statement of
intent) outlining his/her particular strengths; discussing what development issues
interest them; and explaining their expectations for the internship, and two letters of
recommendation from faculty; (3) Applicants should be studying relevant disciplines
(public policy, economics, journalism, agricultural economics, agronomy, public
administration, law, management, political science, etc.).

Students desiring internships in Francophone Africa must be proficient in French.
Flexibility, initiative, enthusiasm, good interpersonal skills and lots of energy are also
desired. Computer skills are a necessity.

USAID will provide the student with housing, a small monthly stipend, and in-country
travel costs. The student or the sponsoring university will be responsible for round-trip
travel costs to Africa, medical insurance (including Medevac insurance), automobile
and other insurance, and all other costs not paid or reimbursed by USAID.

Minority-Serving Institutions (MSI) Initiative Summ er Internship — For incoming
juniors, seniors and graduating seniors of Minority-Serving Institutions who are
interested in learning about the field of international family planning/reproductive
health or population-environment or helping people around the world plan the families
— and futures — they dream of. Applicants for undergraduate internships must be
upper-level students at a qualifying Minority Serving Institution (MSI) with a minimum
of a 2.8 GPA. Applicants must also be U.S. citizens or permanent residents and be
available for the summer internship period (roughly May 20 — August 15). Applications
are due on February 1 of each year. Once selected, interns are matched according to
their skills, interests, and experience with a job description provided by a host agency
in the U.S., Latin America or Africa. All majors are encouraged to apply.

MSI Graduate Program — This program provides a bridge from graduate school to a
specialized career contributing to international family planning efforts. The internship
package generally consists of a three- to five-month agency assignment that provides
on-the-job training in the field of international family planning/reproductive health or
population-environment. Other opportunities, such as funding for overseas internships
may be provided to round out the intern’s experience. This professional development
helps individuals with an advanced degree from a Minority-Serving Institution (MSI)
prepare for a two-year, overseas Population or Population-Environment Fellowship.
Both the internships and fellowships offer invaluable experience and contacts for
those seeking to launch a career in these fields.

Population Fellows Program - The University of Michigan Population Fellows MSI
